
 
 
Arksey Walk 
 

Distance 4 mile 

Time (Approximately)  1 hour 30 minutes 

Accessibility Information A circular walking route following the rights of way network around the village of 
Arksey and the surrounding countryside. 
 

Some of the path surfaces are uneven due to their natural condition. There are several 
stiles and gates to negotiate along the route. Generally the walk is easy going and is 
mainly off road. 

Start Point Arksey Church, Church Lane, Arksey 

Grid Reference start point SE579069 

Car Parking facilities Roadside parking in village 

Walk Description From the church head down Church Lane towards the main road. At the crossroads, 
cross over the road (taking care) and walk down Ings Lane, past the houses. As the road 
bends to the right, turn left and head along the lane and out into the countryside. 
 

Continue along the lane for approximately 750m, crossing the bridge over the dike. 
Then turn right and head down the lane. The lane rises slightly over an old flood 
embankment. Once on top of this turn left and take the footpath. 
 

Walk along the top of the embankment, winding through the trees to the stile. Go over 
the stile bear left and head up on to the flood embankment. Continue walking along the 
top until you reach the next stile. Climb over the stile, turn left and head along the lane 
towards Arksey until you arrive at the next junction. 
 

Turn right and head along the lane towards the small village of Almholme. When you 
arrive in Almholme bear left and continue towards the main road.  
Just before the junction with the main road head into the field entrance on the left and 
take the path between the hedge and telegraph pole on the right hand side of the field 
entrance. 
 

Walk along the path behind the hedge and head back towards Arksey, when you arrive 
at the row of houses continue along the pavement until you reach the crossroads. 
 

Cross over the road (taking care) and head down Church lane back to where you 
started.

Additional 
Information/Points of 
interest.  

1. The old meandering floodbank forms the northern boundary of Arksey Ings, a 
designated Local Wildlife Site. Being an old floodplain this area remains damp and is 
used mainly for pasture. The site extends to Bentley Bank and is rich in plant, insect and 
bird life, including species as diverse as grass snake, roe deer and brown hare. 
Kingfisher may be seen along the drains and the water plants Water Violet and Various-
leaved Water Starwort are recorded here.
